Update to No Jab, No Play legislation

New amendments to the legislation as of February 28 have implications for new enrolments in schools.
The new amendments to the No Jab, No Play legislation have tightened requirements for enrolment in
early childhood services and impact acceptable documentation for school entry immunisation re-
quirements.

As of February 28, 2018, an Immunisation History Statement from the Australian Immunisation Register
will be the only form of documentation accepted as proof of a child's immunisation status. Docu-

ments produced by GPs or other immunisation providers will no longer be sufficient as a form of evi-
dence.

What does my school need to do for new enrolments?

By law, primary schools are required to request and record information on the immunisation status of
students prior to enrolment. Parents or guardians must provide an immunisation status certificate to
the school regardless of whether the child IS or IS NOT immunised.

What does my school need to do for existing enrolments?

Parents of children currently enrolled in a school
firmed prior to 28 February 2018 do not need to provide a new form of documentation.
